Once textbooks are purchased,
students must email their proof of purchase to BetterJobsOntario@GeorgianCollege.ca. A letter will be provided to
submit to Better Jobs Ontario for proper funding. Proof of purchase is in the form of receipts only; either a photo of the

paper receipt or a copy of the e-receipt. Booklists are generated from your list of registered courses; as a result, if the
